I do not have much to report for this meeting. The first thing is if you have not already noticed the price for shipping literature has increased on April 1st. NAWS has not increased there shipping costs since the early 90’s. The cost for them to ship had exceeded what they had been charging. The second printing of the limited Basic Text Commemorative Edition has come out. They have printed another 10,000 copies due to an “extraordinary” demand of this piece of Literature. 

Last but not least the 33rd World Convention is just around the corner and pre-registration is lest then two months away with it being the 1st of July. NAWS has over 2,500 people pre-registered and they say they are in “good position”, given the economy.
